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In Japan there are a few things that are not well
known in the United States. One of the these are Onsen. In
America the closest thing to compare them with are large
but private baths. Baths in Japan are usually very
interesting and different from American bath. Most
Americans seldom take baths. Showers are more popular
in the states and public baths are unheard of. When people
bath in America it is often a rare moment to one's self and
to be away from people.

This is the opposite of an Onsen. That's because a
large group of people together is often seen as a moment
to talk, so you can often tell who the Americans are as we
will be chatting while in the Onsen. It's not because we do
not appreciate the rules but because it's easy to go back to
your cultural habits in an unfamiliar situation.

The closest thing to Onsen we have in America would
be heated pools or Jacuzzis. However, | find Onsen to be
the most relaxing of all, if they aren't too hot.
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
